Several examples of that effort include maintaining the NC Tennis Hall of 
Fame located at the Harold T. and Mildred Southern Tennis Center and state office at 2709 
Henry Street, Greensboro, NC and the NCTF committee selection of esteemed NC players, 
coaches, and ambassadors to be inducted into the NCTF’s hosted NC Tennis Hall of Fame 
each year.
